As you know, our Catholic Neighbors In Faith Family of Parishes
is in the difficult process of downsizing the number of churches
and properties.

Thank you to all who participated in any of our six listening
sessions regarding potential church closures. All those who
attended brought forth very valid questions, concerns, ideas
and solutions.

| want to share an important update with you. All the counter-
proposals from individual churches have been submitted to
the diocese including one counterproposal created by the
leadership team made up of priests, trustees and parishion-
ers. This counterproposal accepts most of the diocesan
recommendations but respectfully requests that Saints Peter
and Paul close while St. John remains open.

This decision was not made lightly. Saints Peter and Paul
Church is a beacon of tradition and beauty. Yet, we must also
consider practical matters. Infrastructure challenges, space
for our religious education and concerns for the accessibility
for handicap and elderly led us to this difficult conclusion.

Please remember, the diocese may choose to uphold their
original recommendation. Our leadership team has an
upcoming meeting with the diocese this month. Afterwards,
the diocese will make their final decision which will be public
on September 1st. Whatever lies ahead, let us lean on our
faith. Our Lord-the way, the truth and the light—will guide
us.

REFLECTIONS

THE WORD IN OUR LIVES ~ Wise Fools

When we were in high school, we learned that the word sophomore came from Greek words meaning “wise fools.”
The idea was that the second year student thinks he knows it all now, but still has a lot to learn. The first two readings
describe wisdom versus foolishness. In Proverbs, Wisdom is a woman who invites us to her banquet, telling us to
“forsake foolishness.” St. Paul invites us to give up our ignorance and to know the will of the Lord, by filling ourselves
with the Spirit. Jesus says he himself is the way to understanding God’s will; he gives himself as food and drink for
eternal life. So how will we accept these invitations to partake of the Wisdom of God?

One way is to read the scriptures every day, even for only 20-30 minutes. Take time to think and pray about what you
read. Don’t do all the talking; let God have his chance to be heard. Read short passages and the footnotes—they can
explain some of the obscure references. The gospels are especially good “food” because of all the examples Jesus gave
in his sermons and parables.

Listen to the readings and homily at Mass. The Pastor may have some insights that make you think. Receive commun-
ion often to be fed with the living Bread. The Church has always taught that we are fed with both the word and the
Eucharist.

An athlete grows in strength by eating well, but he also has to exercise to tone and strengthen his muscles. If we want
to grow in God’s wisdom, we have to exercise our faith. If you have a friend or relative who is a good example of faith,
talk with that person about how you experience God or your lack of experiences. They may help you see God in ways
that never occurred to you. You could offer to be a sponsor for someone in the RCIA, and help someone else’s faith to
grow. Your parish or diocese may also have on-line resources or discussions.

God never forces himself on anyone. To grow in his Wisdom, we have to accept it. Ask him for real food and you

won’t be disappointed. But be patient, God only gives what we are ready to receive.

~ A Radical “Unless”

"Amen, amen, | say to you, unless you eat the flesh of the Son of Man and drink his blood, you do not have life within
you.” There is no other way to look at it. Jesus says, “unless”. This is not negotiable. It is not open to interpretation. If we
want his life within us, if we want to spend eternity with him, we must eat the flesh of the Son of Man and drink his blood.
And like many of the Jews of Jesus’s time, we may also say, “What? How? This is too far!”

Jesus meant what he said. When we partake in communion, we take into our body and soul, the body, blood, soul and
divinity of Jesus. That is a pretty big deal and we need to spend the time and energy to wrestle with that. The flesh of the
Son of Man is a reference to the suffering of Jesus, suffering which is the price for integrity. When we follow Jesus, when
we do as he says and approach the altar to eat his flesh, to drink his blood, it shouldn’t be a passive reception. We need to
embrace wholeheartedly what it means to become one with Jesus. We need to ask to see with his eyes, hear with his
ears, speak with his tongue and, most of all, to love with his heart.

We embrace his way of suffering. As we say yes to Jesus, when we declare “Amen” to the person who offers us the
Body of Christ, we are not simply saying thank you. We have to engage our will. We have to acknowledge that God is God
and we are not. It is an act of humility as we give Jesus access to the core of our being - we want him to be active, to mold
it, sculpt it, change it - change us from the inside out.

| heard a bishop suggest once that each and every Christian should spend time with John 6. A quick read through will
take under 10 minutes. But we should not do this quickly. We need to engage with this passage of Scripture. We need to
mull it over in our minds, to engage willingly and truly hear what Jesus has to say.

Lord Jesus, open my mind and heart. Help me to believe what you say, even the hard parts. When | meet you in the

Eucharist, radically change me from the inside out, so that | truly have your life within me. Amen.

TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION

This week we observe another Marian celebration, the Queenship of the Blessed Virgin Mary. Its original date was May
31, when it was instituted by Pius Xll in 1954, but it was eventually moved to August 22 so that its close relationship with
the Assumption might be made clear. Mary’s queenship is multi-dimensional: she reigns gloriously in heaven as queen
and mother; she is the queen who intercedes; she is the sign of the Church in its future glory.

Of course, the traditions surrounding the Blessed Mother’s queenship extend much further back than the establishment
of this feast. In the eighth century St. John Damascene could write, “When she became Mother of the Creator, she truly
became Queen of every creature.” According to Jewish tradition, the mother of the king was accorded a seat of honor at
the right of the king. With Jesus’ royal heritage as a descendant and member of the house of David, Mary quite naturally
takes her proper place as the queen mother. Pius Xll simply recalled these traditions and gave us a day to remind us of
how we can direct our prayers to Mary, our Queen.
