From the desk of Fr. Paul:

Dear Parishioners,

To begin the Jubilee Year of 2025, Pope Francis opened the
Holy Door in the Vatican, which invites the graces and blessings
of Christ in our pilgrimage journey. The last Jubilee Year was in
2016 when Pope Francis called for a Year of Mercy. This was an
Extraordinary Jubilee because it was added in addition to the
regular Jubilee years which take place every 25 years. Pope
Francis has inaugurated this year to be the Jubilee Year of
Hope. He opened the Holy Door of St. Peter’s Basilica at the
opening of the Midnight Christmas Mass. The Holy Door
symbolizes the parable where Jesus says
“l am the gate. Whoever enters through me will be saved and
will come in and go out and find pasture.” —John 10:9

As the Holy Doors are opening in Rome, the irony doesn’t
escape me that we will be closing the doors to some of our
churches in our family of parishes.
